Ben and Me by Robert Lawson (FIC LAW)
Amos, the mouse who lives in Ben Franklin's hat, explains how he is responsible for Ben Franklin's success.

Chains by Laurie Halse Anderson (FIC AND)
After being sold to a cruel couple in New York City, a slave named Isabel spies for the rebels during the Revolutionary War.

Felicity Learns a Lesson: A School Story by Valerie Tripp (FIC TRI)
Shortly before the Revolutionary War, nine-year-old Felicity, who lives in Williamsburg, is torn between supporting the tariff-induced tea boycott and saving her friendship with Elizabeth, a young loyalist from England. 

Fighting Ground by Avi (FIC AVI)
Thirteen-year-old Jonathan goes off to fight in the Revolutionary War and discovers the real war is being fought within himself.

Forge by Laurie Halse Anderson (FIC AND)

Johnny Tremain, apprentice silversmith, takes on the cause of freedom as a message carrier for the Sons of Liberty in pre-Revolution Boston.

Journal of William Thomas Emerson: a Revolutionary War Patriot by Barry Denenberg (FIC DEN)
[bookmark: Abstract]A twelve-year-old boy writes of his experiences in pre-revolutionary Boston where he joins the patriots.

My Brother Sam is Dead by James Lincoln Collier (FIC COL)
Recounts the tragedy that strikes the Meeker family during the Revolution when one son joins the rebel forces while the rest of the family tries to stay neutral.

Or Give Me Death: A Novel of Patrick Henry’s Family (FIC RIN)
