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After the War by Carol Matas (FIC MAT)
After being released from Buchenwald at the end of World War II, fifteen-year-old Ruth joins the underground organization Berihah, and risks her life to lead a group of children across Europe to Palestine.

Aleutian Sparrow by Karen Hesse by (FIC HES)
An Aleutian Islander recounts her suffering during World War II in American internment camps designed to "protect" the population from the invading Japanese.

All the Children Were Sent Away by Sheila Garrigue (FIC GAR)
An eight-year-old British girl experiences loneliness and fear when she and many other children are evacuated to Canada during World War II.

Annie’s Promise by Sonia Levitin (FIC LEV)
Her experiences at a summer camp in the California mountains in 1945 give twelve-year-old Annie Platt new insight into her overprotective family of Jewish immigrants. (Journey to America, Silver Days, Annie’s Promise)

Art of Keeping Cool by Janet Taylor Lisle (FIC LIS)
In 1942, Robert and his cousin Elliott uncover long-hidden family secrets while staying in their grandparents' Rhode Island town, where they also become involved with a German artist who is suspected of being a spy.

As the Waltz Was Ending by Emma Macalik Butterworth (FIC BUT)
An autobiographical account of a young girl whose ballet career with the Vienna State Opera was interrupted by the invasion of the Nazis and who later had to fight for her life during the Russian occupation.

Avion My Uncle Flew by Cyrus Fisher (FIC FIS)
Johnny Littlehorn is on his way to France to live with his Uncle Paul. But what starts off as an exciting trip soon turns into a frightening adventure.

Bat 6 by Virginia Euwer Wolff (FIC WOL)
In small town, post-World War II Oregon, twenty-one 6th grade girls recount the story of an annual softball game, during which one girl's bigotry comes to the surface.

Behind the Bedroom Wall by Laura E. Williams (FIC WIL)
Ten-year-old Korinna must decide whether to report her parents to her Hitler Youth Group when she discovers that they are hiding Jews in a secret place behind Korinna's bedroom wall.

Blitzcat by Robert Westfall (FIC WES)
During World War II a black cat journeys all across war-ravaged England in an effort to track down her beloved master.

The Book Thief by Markus Zusak (FIC ZUS)
Trying to make sense of the horrors of World War II, Death relates the story of Liesel--a young German girl whose book-stealing and story-telling talents help sustain her family and the Jewish man they are hiding, as well as their neighbors.


A Boy at War: A Novel of Pearl Harbor by Harry Mazer (FIC MAZ)
While fishing with his friends off Honolulu on December 7, 1941, teenaged Adam is caught in the midst of the Japanese attack and through the chaos of the subsequent days tries to find his father, a naval officer who was serving on the U.S.S. Arizona when the bombs fell. Series:  A Boy at War, A Boy No More, Heroes Don’t Run

A Boy No More by Harry Mazer (FIC MAZ)
After his father is killed in the attack on Pearl Harbor, Adam, his mother, and sister are evacuated from Hawaii to California, where he must deal with his feelings about the war, Japanese internment camps, his father, and his own identity. Series:  A Boy at War, A Boy No More, Heroes Don’t Run

The Boy in the Striped Pajamas by John Boyne (FIC BOY)
Bored and lonely after his family moves from Berlin to a place called "Out-With" in 1942, Bruno, the son of a Nazi officer, befriends a boy in striped pajamas who lives behind a wire fence.

Captain’s Command by Anna Myers (FIC MYE)
Even as Christmas approaches and Gail longs to hear that her soldier father has not been killed in World War II, the sixth grader helps bring her handicapped uncle back to life.

Code Talker: A Novel About the Navajo Marines of World War II by Joseph Bruchac (FIC BRU)
After being taught in a boarding school run by whites that Navajo is a useless language, Ned Begay and other Navajo men are recruited by the Marines to become Code Talkers, sending messages during World War II in their native tongue.

A Coming Evil by Vivian Vande Velde (FIC VEL)
During the German occupation of France in 1940, thirteen-year-old Lisette meets a ghost while living with her aunt who harbors Jewish and Gypsy children in the French countryside.

The Cookcamp by Gary Paulsen (FIC PAU)
During World War II, a five-year-old boy is sent to live with his grandma, a cook in a camp for workers building a road through the wilderness of Minnesota.

Daniel’s Story by Carol Matas (FIC MAT)
Daniel, whose family suffers as the Nazis rise to power in Germany, describes his imprisonment in a concentration camp and his eventual liberation.

Devil’s Arithmetic by Jane Yolen (FIC YOL)
Hannah resents the traditions of her Jewish heritage until time travel places her in the middle of a small Jewish village in Nazi-occupied Poland.

Don’t Say a Word by Barbara Gehrts (FIC GER)
Living in Berlin during World War II, Anna finds herself and her family growing more and more aware of the dangerous direction in which her country is moving as her friends start to die. Based on the author's own experiences during WWII. 

Don’t You Know There’s a War On? By Avi (FIC AVI)
In wartime Brooklyn in 1943, eleven-year-old Howie Crispers mounts a campaign to save his favorite teacher from being fired.

Early Sunday Morning: The Pearl Harbor Diary of Amber Billows by Barry Denenberg (FIC DEN)
[bookmark: Abstract]In her diary, twelve-year-old Amber describes moving to Hawaii in 1941 and experiencing the horror of the bombing of Pearl Harbor.

Elephant Run by Roland Smith (FIC SMI)
Nick endures servitude, beatings, and more after his British father's plantation in Burma is invaded by the Japanese in 1941, and when his father and others are taken prisoner and Nick is stranded with his friend Mya, they plan a daring escape on elephants, risking their lives to save Nick's father and Mya's brother from a Japanese prisoner of war camp.

Eyes of the Emperor by Graham Salisbury (FIC SAL)
Following orders from the United States Army, several young Japanese-American men train K-9 units to hunt Asians during World War II.

Final Journey by Gundrun Pausewang (FIC PAU)
Eleven-year-old Alice and her grandfather have been herded into a crowded cattle-train where the harsh realities of Hitler's Germany and his treatment of the Jews await them.

The Gadget by Paul Zindel (FIC ZIN)
 In 1945, having joined his father at Los Alamos, where he and other scientists are working on a secret project to end World War II, thirteen-year-old Stephen becomes caught in a web of secrecy and intrigue.

Good Night, Maman by Norma Fox Mazer (FIC MAZ)
The Nazis have sent Karin's father to Poland, and the rest of the family lives in hiding in a French woman's attic. Soon, however, the arrangement becomes too dangerous and Karin, her older brother and their mother are forced to flee south.

Greater Than Angels by Carol Matas (FIC MAT)
Anna, a teenaged German refugee, relates how she and other Jewish children were cared for by the citizens of Le Chambon-sur-Lignon, France, during the German occupation.

Heroes Don’t Run by Harry Mazer (FIC MAZ)
To honor his father who died during the Japanese invasion of Pearl Harbor, seventeen-year-old Adam eagerly enlists in the Marines in 1944, survives boot camp, and faces combat on the tiny island of Okinawa.  
Series:  A Boy at War, A Boy No More, Heroes Don’t Run

If I Should Die Before I Wake by Han Nolan (FIC NOL)
As Hilary, a Neo-Nazi initiate, lies in a coma, she is transported back to Poland at the onset of World War II into the life of a Jewish teenager.

The Island on Bird Street by Uri Orlev (FIC ORL)
During World War II a Jewish boy is left on his own for months in a ruined house in the Warsaw Ghetto, where he must learn all the tricks of survival under constant life-threatening conditions.

Jacob’s Rescue: A Holocaust Story by Malka Drucker (FIC DRU)
In answer to his daughter's questions, a man recalls the terrifying years of his childhood when a brave Polish couple, Alex and Mela Roslan, hid him and other Jewish children from the Nazis. 

The Journal of Scott Pendleton Collins: A World War II Soldier by Walter Dean Myers (FIC MYE)
A seventeen-year-old soldier from central Virginia records his experiences in a journal as his regiment takes part in the D-Day invasion of Normandy and subsequent battles to liberate France.

Journey to America by Sonia Levitin (FIC LEV)
A Jewish family fleeing Nazi Germany in 1938 endures innumerable separations before they are once again united. Sequel:  Silver Days

Kris’s War by Carol Matas (FIC MAT)
After the Nazi occupation of Denmark forces his Jewish friends to flee the country, seventeen-year-old Jesper continues his work in the underground resistance movement.

The Last Mission by Harry Mazer (FIC MAZ)
Jack is a freshman in high school when he decides that he wants to be a hero. One small lie gets him a job as a gunner in a B-17 flying combat mission across Europe in 1944. But he wasn't prepared for the terror of night missions or getting shot down.

Lily’s Crossing by Patricia Reilly Giff (FIC GIF)
During a summer spent at Rockaway Beach in 1944, Lily's friendship with a young Hungarian refugee causes her to see the war and her own world differently.

Lisa’s War by Carol Matas (FIC MAT)
During the Nazi occupation of Denmark, Lisa and other teenage Jews become involved in an underground resistance movement and eventually must flee for their lives.

Lydia, Queen of Palestine by Uri Orlev by (FIC ORL)
A young Romanian Jewish girl describes her childhood in pre-World War II Romania, her struggles to understand her parents' divorce amid the chaos of war, and her life on a kibbutz in Palestine.

Milkweed by Jerry Spinelli (FIC SPI)
Captures the hardships and cruelty of life in the ghettos of Warsaw during the Nazi occupation of World War II, through the eyes of a Jewish orphan who must use all his wits and courage to survive unimaginable events and circumstances.

Number the Stars by Lois Lowry (FIC LOW)
In 1943, during the German occupation of Denmark, ten-year-old Annemarie learns how to be brave and courageous when she helps shelter her Jewish friend from the Nazis

One Eye Laughing, the Other Weeping: The Diary of Julie Weiss by Barry Denenberg (FIC DEN)
During the Nazi persecution of the Jews in Austria, twelve-year-old Julie escapes to America to live with her relatives in New York City.

Say You Are My Sister by Laurel Brady (FIC BRA)
In rural Georgia during World War II, twelve-year-old Ramona Louise determines to do everything to help her beloved older sister Georgie keep the family together after the death of their parents, even to keeping a secret which could destroy their close relationship.

Schindler’s List by Thomas Keneally (FIC KEN)
Oskar Schindler, a German-Catholic industrialist, erects a concentration camp-cum-factory in order to employ and hide thousands of Jews from Nazi persecution.

Separate Peace by John Knowles (FIC KNO)
Gene Forrester remembers a World War II year in prep school and the unexpected events of that year.

Shadows On the Sea by Joan Hiatt Harlow (FIC HAR)
In 1942, fourteen-year-old Jill goes to stay with her grandmother on the coast of Maine, where she is introduced to the often gossipy nature of small-town life, and discovers that the war is closer than she thought.



Silver Days by Sonia Levitin (FIC LEV)
Escaping from Hitler's Germany, a prosperous Jewish family lives in a New York City tenement until Papa decides to move the family to California.  Sequel: Annie's Promise

The Sky is Falling by Kit Pearson (FIC PEA)
A young girl and her brother are evacuated from England to Canada during World War II.

Soldier X by Don L. Wulfson (FIC WUL)
In 1943 sixteen-year-old Erik experiences the horrors of war when he is drafted into the German army and sent to fight on the Russian front.

Soldier Boys by Dean Hughes (FIC HUG)
Two boys, one German and one American, are eager to join their respective armies during World War II, and their paths cross at the Battle of the Bulge.

Spying On Miss Muller by Eve Bunting (FIC BUN)
At Alveara boarding school in Belfast at the start of World War II, thirteen-year-old Jessie must deal with her suspicions about a teacher whose father was German and with her worries about her own father's drinking problem.

Stepping On the Cracks by Mary Downing Hahn (FIC HAH)
In 1944, while her brother is overseas fighting in World War II, eleven-year-old Margaret gets a new view of the school bully Gordy when she finds him hiding his own brother, an army deserter, and decides to help him.

Stones in the Water by Donna Jo Napoli (FIC NAP)
Roberto, a Venetian boy who is about to graduate from middle school, is so eager to attend a rare American movie that he makes a worrisome bargain with a boy who is always in trouble. He attends the movie with a Jewish boy, Samuele, an unwise idea when restrictions and dangers are multiplying. German soldiers enter the theater and capture all the boys

Summer of My German Soldier by Bette Greene (FIC GRE)
[bookmark: Note]Sheltering an escaped prisoner of war is the beginning of some shattering experiences for a twelve-year-old girl in Arkansas.  Sequel: Morning Is a Long Time Coming

Torn Thread by Anne Isaacs (FIC ISA)
In an attempt to save his daughter's life, Eva's father sends her from Poland to a labor camp in Czechoslovakia where she and her sister survive the war.

Tunes For Bears to Dance To by Robert Cormier (FIC COR)
Eleven-year-old Henry escapes his family's problems by watching the woodcarving of Mr. Levine, an elderly Holocaust survivor, but when Henry is manipulated into betraying his friend, he comes to know true evil.

Under a War Torn Sky by Laura Elliott (FIC ELL)
After his plane is shot down by Hitler's Luftwaffe, nineteen-year-old Henry Forester of Richmond, Virginia, strives to walk across occupied France, with the help of the French Resistance, in hopes of rejoining his unit.

Under the Blood Red Sun by Graham Salisbury (FIC SAL)
Tomikazu Nakaji's biggest concerns are baseball, homework, and a local bully, until life with his Japanese family in Hawaii changes drastically after the bombing of Pearl Harbor in December 1941.


Waiting for Anya by Michael Morpurgo (FIC MOR)
In Vichy, France, during World War II, a 12-year-old boy, a man, and the townspeople discover the meaning of courage as frightening inner conflicts are revealed.

Who Was That Masked Man, Anyway? By Avi (FIC AVI)
In the early forties when nearly everyone else is thinking about World War II, sixth-grader Frankie Wattleson gets in trouble at home and at school because of his preoccupation with his favorite radio programs.

Willow Run by Patricia Reilly Giff (FIC GIF)
During World War II, after moving with her parents to Willow Run, Michigan, when her father gets a job in the B-24 bomber-building factory, eleven-year-old Meggie learns about different kinds of bravery from all of the people around her.
